There are no assurances of removing current restrictions although this campaign will serve to broadly promote the positive aspects of rock fishing and help to protect our sport in other areas. 

The close date for contributions to be included in the nomination is Friday 17th Feburary 2012. (This is to allow for compilation prior to the nomination close date a week later). Contributions made after this date may form part of the listing descriptive information if the nomination succeeds.
